His research addresses public opinion and comparative for-
eign policy and utilizes web and survey data to test claims
about group identity and inter-group enmity in international
relations. Among other thinks, he considers whether or not
the “international citizen” is a viable ideal.

His research articles have appeared in Global Society, Inter-
national Interactions, International Studies Quarterly and Pol-
ity and he has also published over a dozen book chapters
and shorter articles. He is co-editor (with Richard Sobel and
Bethany Barratt) of Public Opinion and International Intervention: Lessons from the Iraq War
(Potomac 2012).

ccording to the UN, the Intergenerational

Model UN (IGMUN) mission is to “bring
together generations of UN supporters,” from
middle schoolers and up, and “further their
engagement with international issues, while
helping develop the skills necessary for solv-
ing global problems.” The UN touts IGMUN as
“the world's most exciting academic simula-
tion.”

On Saturday, February 10, 2018 about 50
UVA and middle school students, as well as
Charlottesville community members, came
together at the University’s Newcomb Hall for
a very lively, productive, often witty meeting of
the fourth annual Virginia Intergenerational
Model UN (VIGMUN V). Also in attendance
were several alumnae members of Alpha
Kappa Alpha, an African-American sorority
founded at Howard University in 1908 and
staunch supporters of the UN nationwide.

“By all accounts,” said David Poist, board
president of the Blue Ridge Virginia Chapter
of the UNA-USA, “this was the best ever VIG-
MUN conference.”

Supported by UNA-USA membership, VIG-
MUN is an important opportunity for Chapter

members to interact with inspiring students
and to get a deeper knowledge of how the UN
works at the committee level.

Judging from the energy and enthusiasm at
VIGMUN 1V, the mix of students with commu-
nity professionals, active and retired, from
many fields, was indeed exciting. A key fea-
ture of the program is that you may well be
assigned to represent a country whose ac-
tions and ideology are anathema to you.
Working through that exercise in international
empathy is perhaps the best take-away of
VIGMUN.

For those Blue Ridge Chapter members reluc-
tant or apprehensive about jumping in to VIG-
MUN next year, know that the student organ-
izers take care to match first-time adults with
experienced university students, many of
them Model UN enthusiasts. The ambiance is
cooperative and tolerant, as befits the larger
mission of the UN.
